A short history of The Company of
Master Mariners of Canada

In the United Kingdom the idea for a Guild
or a Company for Shipmasters surfaced at an
annuals h i p mdisrtereheldid

Liverpool, Ehgland on march 2, 192%ome
years after on June 25, 1926 The Company
of Master Mariners was formed. In March
1928 His RoybHighness, The Prince of
Wales, became the first Master and in June
(1928) His Majesty King George V
bestowed the title diHonourabl@ upon the
Company and it became The Honourable
Company of Master Mariners. In 1930 His
Majesty granted to it its Royal Charter.
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In 1965 a dozen or so members of The
HonourableCompany of Master Mariners
living in Vancouver, British Columbia under
took to start a brandn Canada.

Apparently at that time London advised this
group to start their owoompanyin Canada.
Captin (Commander) G. O. Baugh, O.B.E.,
Exc.,R.D. a member of The Honourable
Company of Master lslriners took that
advice and started to work on it.

Initially the group wa going to register as
fiThe Company of Master Mariners of
British Co | u m.b Ottawa had no
objection to this however Ottawa advised
them to change the nameftéhe Company
of Master Mariners of Canadao.

Ottawa advised that they cannot use the
wordsfiThe Court of the Companyo but

they could usé@éBoard of Directorso, and it
was regstered as a Corporation. At that time
8 applicants were named in the Letters
Patent. They are: Gerald Ormsby Baug
James Pettigrew Brown, Allan Norman
Cabot, Eduardo Rer de Cunhalohn

Norman Heterington, Wray Goodrick
Howard, Glen McDonald and Norman Perrin
Smith. The Charter by Letters Patent was
dated May 11, 1967. It provided that the
Head Officeof the Company will be situated
in The City of Vancouver, British Coinbia.

In 1969 the firsAnnual General meeting
was held.

Capt.Baugh became the first President and
his wife Jean Baugthe firstSecretary. In
September 1973 Capt. Cabot became the
President. In July 1974 the Head Office was
moved from CaptBaughts home to
Vancouver Mission to seamen building.

About this time there was a group by the
name ofCanadiarinstitute of Master
Mariners (CIMM) inMontreal This group
applied to Ottawa foketters Patent. This
was denied since thi@Master Mariner 0
was designated for the VancouvBg;
group. Capt. Cabot initiated negotiations
with CIMM and in February 1975 an
agreement waseached whereby CIMM
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accepted the nanidhe Company of
Master Mariners of Canadad. December
9, 1975 the following Divisions were
formed:Ottawa-Hull, Montreal and Great
Lakes. At this timeVancouver also became
a Division of The CompanyNew Divisions
were formed in 1977 namelyancouver
Island Division (Jan.1, 1977), Maritimes
Division (Jan.11, 1977, and
Newfoundland Division (June 21, 1977)
Capt.Cabot held the position of National
Master until the end of 1977.

Presently we have the following divisions:
(1) Vancouver(2) Vancouvelsland (3)
Ottawa (Capital), (4) Montreal, (&reat
Lakes (6) Fundy, (7) Maritimes and (8)
Newfoundland.

IFSMA was formed in 197#hen eight
European Associations of Shipmasters
decided to unite their members from across
the wald in a single professional
coordinate body. This non profit apolitical
organisation dedicates itself solely to the
interests of the serving shipmastanore
than 11,000 ofvhom make up this
federation.They come from about 60
countries, either through their national
associations or as individual members.

IFSMA exists to upold international
standards oprofessional competence for

seafarersThe federatioés policy is to
endure safe operational practices, to prevent
human injury, protect the marine
environment and ensure the safetyife and
property at sea.

Its headquarters is in London, close to IMO.
IFSMA gained Consultative Status as a
nongovernmental organisation at IMO in
1975,which enables it to represent the
unfiltered views of its membgand protect
their interests in an unfettered way.
Secretary Generand a team of active or
former shipmastairepresent IFSMA at IMO
and help the federation to function
effecively there.These agents of IFSMA
attend the four main IMO commits,

namely the Maritime Safety Committee, the
Maritime Environmental Prtection
Committee, he Legal Committee and the
facilitation CommitteeThis team is also
active in the nine sub committees of IMO,
the organisatiof working and drafting
groups, council meetings and assembilies.

IFSMA is a very strog body, as you can
see, of Shipmastdysrganisations. IFSMA
keeps in touch with Master Marinérs
organisations all over the wdr even if they
are not members of 8BMA. Member
Associations ardpr example: The Council
of American Master Marinedsic., The
Master Mariners Society of Pakistanhe
Company of Master Mariners of India,
Nautilus Internationla Japan Captaids
Association, Company of Master Mariners
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of Australia, The Company of Master
